Day 3 - Tuesday 
Reading:   II Sam 12 
Questions:  

• Summarize Nathan’s parable.  Explain how Nathan the prophet applied it to David. 



• What did Nathan tell Davvid would happen in his family? How did David respond?  

• What do you think about David (1) fasting & praying for his child to be spared?  (2) Rising 
and eating after the child died?  

Prayer for:   To gain a deeper understanding of what it means to be “in Christ.” 
 
Day 4  - Wednesday  
Reading:   II Sam 13 
Questions:  

• What kind of friend was Jonadab?  What should we do when seeking advice from friends? 

• What happened to Amnon?   By whom?  

• Why did all this violence and bloodshed happening to David’s family?  
Prayer for:   For 2 un-churched people you know (by name) 
 
Day 5  - Thursday 
Reading:  II Sam 14 
Questions:  

• What scheme did Joab devise so Absalom could return  to Jerusalem? Why did Joab do this?  

• Describe Absalom (from II Sam13 & 14)  

• What did David require of Absalom? Why?  
Prayer for:       For the Lord to renew your mind with His truth 
 
Day 6  -  Friday 
Reading:     II Sam 15 
Questions:  

• What scheme did Absalom devise?  For what purpose?  

• What made Daid flee Jerusalem?  

• What two individuals remained David friends in all this? How did they help him?  
Prayer for:     God’s help and guidance in sharing the Gospel with others 
 
Day 7 - Saturday 
Reading:   II Sam 16 – 17  
Questions:  

• How did Ziba help David?  

• What did Shimei do to David?  Why did David allow it?  

• What was the conflict / contest  between Ahithophel and Hushai?  
Prayer for:       The people serving in local state and national government
