Catechism Question: (1/5)

Children’s Catechism
Q. 37. What does every sin deserve?
A. The wrath and curse of God.
Q. 38. Can any one go to heaven with this sinful nature?
A. No; our hearts must be changed before we can be fit for heaven.

Shorter Catechism
Q46. What does the first commandment require?
A: The first commandment requires us to know and recognize God as the only true God and our God, and to worship and glorify Him accordingly.
Q47. What does the first commandment forbid?
A: The first commandment forbids denying God or not worshipping and glorifying Him as the true God and our God. It also forbids giving worship and glory, which He alone deserves, to anyone or anything else.

Questions: 
· In ch. 18 distinguish between Bildad’s words about Job, vs. his general  comments 
· In ch. 19, summarize Job’s words about his friends , and about God.
· What’s your assessment of the discussion / debate continuing this long? 
Prayer for:     Num 6 – For God to bless us, keep us and make His face shine on us.


Day 2 - Monday
Reading:      Job 21 - 22
Questions: 
· In ch. 21, what does Job ask about the lives and attitudes of wicked people? 
· Respond to Eliphaz’s questions about God in ch. 22: 2-3
· Summarize Eliphaz’s statements  about Job in 22:6 – 11. What do you make of his words in 22:21? 
Prayer for:   Psalm 23 – for God to lead us in righteous paths, for the glory of His name
Day 3 - Tuesday
Reading:     Job 23-26
Questions: 
· Reflect on Job’s statements in 23: 1-4, 16
· From the NT, how would we answer Bildad’s question in 25: 4 ?
· How should  “He hangs the earth upon nothing”  (26:7) affect our attitude before God? 
Prayer for:  Matt 6 – That God’s name (and person) not be used carelessly, but be worshipped and glorified.

Day 4  - Wednesday 
Reading:     Job 27 - 28
Questions: 
· By what truth or doctrine could a person claim 27:6? 
· Discuss 28:12, 23 and 28
Prayer for: Matt 9: 38 – that God send laborers into His harvest

Day 5  - Thursday
Reading:      Job 29 - 30
Questions: 
· How is Job both right and wrong in 29: 1-2 & 5? 
· Do you think Job has lost all hope? 
· How should we think and respond to “hopeless situations”? 
Prayer for:     I Thess 4:13 – that we would be sanctified, and keep ourselves from immorality

Day 6  -  Friday
Reading:      Job 31 – 33 
Questions: 
· Read 31: 35. How does the doctrine of our sin nature make Job’s demand dangerous? How does the doctrine of our justification make it hope inspiring? 
· Discuss 32:1
· Discuss 32:2 -3  (Elihu continues speaking thru the end of ch. 37) 
Prayer for: I Pet 4:2 – that we no longer love to fulfil the desires of the flesh, but rather to do God’s will
Day 7 - Saturday
Reading:       Job  34 – 35 
Questions: 
· One author writes: “Elihu speaks up because he is “very angry with Job for justifying himself rather than God” and with Job’s three friends, “because they had found no way to refute Job, and yet had condemned him.” Where do you see this in ch. 32 – 35
· Discuss 34:12. How does it apply to Job? 
· Have you ever felt / thought like 35: 1-3?
Prayer for:  Matt 6: 33 To seek God’s kingdom above all else, and wait on Him for everything else.
